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System requirements  
 

SEBLib is installed as a SANDBOX solution and is supported on all versions of Microsoft 

SharePoint Server 2010 (Standard, Enterprise and Foundation) and SharePoint online / 

Office365. 

ñSEBLib farm extensionò is installed as a FARM solution and is supported on the following 

versions of Microsoft SharePoint Server 2010 (Standard, Enterprise and Foundation). 

SharePoint online / Office365 are not supported. It contains timer job for sending emails and 

creating thumbnail cover images.  

 

Test / evaluation environment 
 

To speed up evaluation process you can create a trial SharePoint online account at 

http://www.microsoft.com/en-us/office365/free-office365-trial.aspx or download a ñ2010 

Information Worker Demonstration and Evaluation Virtual Machine (SP1)ò from 

http://www.microsoft.com/en-us/download/details.aspx?id=27417 (you need only Virtual 

machine ñaò (SharePoint) and optionally ñbò (Exchange - if you want to test email reminder 

job) . Youôll need to import the VM to Windows Server 2008 R2 Hyper-V, so that the network 

adapter settings will remain the same. After import you can add an additional network 

adapter that will help you to copy installation files). 

 

Install SEBLib and create a new Site 
 

Before installing SEBLib it is advised that you update your SharePoint environment with the 

latest updates / service packs. 

You can also check the http://seblib.com/WebUI/SEBLib2Pages/Videos.aspx for more 

detailed instructions. 

 

1. Download SEBLib installation files and licenses 

 

Register at http://seblib.com and download: 

¶ VBI.SEBLib2010.wsp 

¶ VBI.SEBLib2010.Extension.wsp (optional - for sending emails in farm solutions) 

¶ License files (trial / prod)  

¶ SEBLibImport.zip (optional - for import of existing data or demo data)

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2. Upload and activate solution  

 

If you are running SharePoint in your local environment make sure ñMicrosoft SharePoint 

Foundation Sandboxed Code Serviceò is running in your central administration. If it is 

stopped, start it. (Otherwise you will not be able to activate sandbox solution.) 

SEBLib is always installed as a sandbox solution, even in farm environments. 

You can choose to upload and activate solution using power shell or through GUI. 

Solution activation will automatically activate hidden site collection features: 

¶ SEBLib 2.0 Web Partsò 

¶ SEBLib 2.0 Web Templateò 

Known issues: If you get a timeout error during solution activation, please wait a few seconds 

and try to activate it again. 

 

Upload and activation using GUI 

 

Navigate to your root site and open ñSolutions pageò (Site actions->Site settings -> 

Solutions). Upload VBI.SEBLib2010.wsp file and activate it. 

 

Upload and activation using power shell 

 

Open ñSharePoint 2010 Management Shellò and run the following commands: 

$LiteralPath = "C:\SEBLibInstall\VBI.SEBLib2010.wsp" 

$Site = " http://ShpSrv/ 

$Identity="VBI.SEBLib2010.wsp" 

Add-SPUserSolution -LiteralPath $LiteralPath -Site $Site 

Install-SPUserSolution -Identity $Identity -Site $Site 
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3. Create a SEBLib site 

 

Navigate to ñSite actionsò and select ñNew Siteò. Select ñBrowse Allò tab and choose ñSEBLib 

digital library 2.0ò template. If you plan to create a SEBLib site in a no ñen-usò language, 

please first check if desired language is supported and then select it. Language that you 

select when creating a site is called default site language and it cannot be changed later (you 

can only add additional languages). Enter title, URL and press ñCreateò button. 

 

 

4. Install a language pack (optional) 

SEBLib user interface supports several languages including Arabic, Dutch, English, French, 

German, Italian, Slovenian and Spanish.  

First you need to add desired languages using SharePoint Language settings. 

Open ñSite Actionsò->òSite Settingsò and click on ñLanguage settingsò. 

 

Select desired ñAlternate language(s)ò and press button OK. (If your language is not 

displayed make sure desired SharePoint language pack is installed.)

Open SEBLib ñLibrary Settingsò and click ñEdit language packsò button. 

 

In drop down menu select a language pack and click button ñAdd language packò. When 

done, press the ñCloseò button. (It is very important that you enable selected language in 

ñLanguage settingsò before you add it to SEBLib language packs list. If you experience any 

problems remove the SEBLib language pack, edit SharePoint ñLanguage settingsò and add it 

again.) 
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5. Add a SEBLib licenses  

 

In a separate browser window open http://SEBLib.com, login and navigate to ñMy accountò -> 

ñMy licensesò. Click on the link ñRequest a trial licenseò in section ñMy SEBLib 2.0 licensesò. 

 

When license is created click on the download link and save it to your local computer.  

 

Open your SEBLib site in SharePoint and click ñLibrary settingsò in the left menu. Then click 

èEdit licensesç button. 

 

Paste your license file content into the text box under label èAdd license stringç and click 

button èAdd licenseç.

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6. Assign users and permissions 

 

Create separate user groups for each SEBLib role (Librarian, Member, and Visitor) and 

assign them Contribute permission. Then then add users to those groups. For example: 

¶ SEBLibLibrarians 

¶ SEBLibMembers 

¶ SEBLibVisitors  

Important: In SEBLib all users can have èContribute permissionsç on SEBLib lists, since 

their actual SEBLib permissions are defined by custom logic (using event receivers, User 

roles and User role assignments lists). 

 

When you have your groups created, navigate to Library management in SEBLib menu on 

the right and select SEBLib user roles. 

Add one role assignment for each group you created: 

¶ Click add new item, select role èSEBLib librariansç, enter user group 

èSEBLibLibrariansç and save. 

¶ Click add new item, select role èSEBLib membersç, enter user group 

èSEBLibMembersç and save. 

¶ Click add new item, select role èSEBLib visitorsç, enter user group èSEBLibVisitorsç 

and save. 
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7. Enable search by ISBN 

 

SEBLib implements search by ISBN and import of metadata (titles, authors, summary, cover 

images, etc.) into SEBLib using 3rd party metadata providers. 

Open http://SEBLib.com in a new browser window, login and navigate to ñMy accountò -> ñMy 

metadata accountsò. Click on button ñAdd a new metadata accountò. 

 

Select a provider from the drop down list. (For test purposes you can start with 

OpenLibrary.org, as it does not require access key, but you must agree to their terms of use.)  

If a provider requires an access key, open a separate browser window and navigate to 

selected providerô registration page and create an account. Then return to SEBLib page and 

paste your access key. When done press ñSaveò button. 

  

To test your settings go to your SharePoint SEBLib installation and Navigate to ñLibrary 

managementò. Click ñNew materialò link, enter a valid ISBN (e.g. ñ9780735662100ò) and click 

ñGet data by ISBNò button. If data is retrieved your metadata account setup is competed.  

This step is also demonstrated in the ñSEBLib data import from Excel, csv and metadata 

retrievalò video at http://seblib.com/WebUI/SEBLib2Pages/Videos.aspx. 

SEBLib supports multiple metadata providers and they are called in order defined by ñCall 

orderò column. To rearrange call order click on links ñMove upò or ñMove downò.

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Upgrade an existing SEBLib site  
 

1. Download SEBLib installation file 

 

Login into your account at http://seblib.com and download: 

¶ VBI.SEBLib2010.wsp 

2. Deactivate installed solution 

 

In ñSite actionsò select ñSite settingsò. If you are not at the root click ñGo to top level site 

settingsò. 

Click ñSolutionsò and deactivate ñVBI.SEBLib2010ò solution. 

If you have any SEBLib language packs installed, deactivate and delete them.  

Language packs in older versions were installed as separate ñwspò packages. With version 

2.0.10 language packs are included in the main ñVBI.SEBLib2010.wspò.    

When you deactivate SEBLib solution all SEBLib features are deactivated including event 

receivers. You must manually activate ñSEBLib 2.0 Event Receiversò each time you 

reactivate SEBLib solution otherwise SEBLib usersô permissions will not work correctly. We 

will do this in step 4.  

 

3. Upload and activate new solution  

 

Upload VBI.SEBLib2010.wsp solution to SharePoint and activate it.  

Solution activation will automatically activate hidden site collection features: 

¶ SEBLib 2.0 Web Partsò 

¶ SEBLib 2.0 Web Templateò 

Known issue: If you get a timeout error during solution activation, please wait a few seconds 

and try to activate it again.  

 

4. Check your version and activate features 

Open your SEBLib site in SharePoint and check installed version. If it differs from currently 

installed solution, you will see a red colored message and you have to upgrade your site.  

Click on ñSite actionsò -> ñSite settingsò and choose ñManage site featuresò.

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Go to your SEBLib site and select ñSite actionsò->ñSite settingsò. Then Click on ñManage site 

featuresò.  

First make sure ñSEBLib 2.0 Event Receiversò is not active (Press button ñDeactivateò if it is 

active). 

  

Then activate ñSEBLib 2.0 Web Upgradeò features 1 to 3. If step 2 fails deactivate step 1 and 

retry again. If you continue to activate feature 2 without deactivating 1 first, you may end up 

with some forms (e.g. material display form) having their web parts multiplied. To solve this 

issue deactivate upgrade features 1-3 and reactivate them again. (These are all Sandbox 

features and may fail on machines with limited resources, but you can run them several 

times until complete script is executed ï partial results are saved on each execution).  

1. Activate feature ñSEBLib 2.0 Web Upgrade step 1 / 3ò (prepares site for upgrade). 

2. Activate feature ñSEBLib 2.0 Web Upgrade step 2 / 3ò (replaces existing scripts, 

pages, etc. with new versions).  

3. Activate feature ñSEBLib 2.0 Web Upgrade step 2 / 3ò (upgrades language 

resources).
